Kitchens (Included in the purchase price) 
For the Kitchens at Borgo69, the idea is to mix the contemporary with the cottage aesthetic, creating an authentic country look with a definitive modern twist. 
The simplicity of the units will be counter balanced with the texture and warmth of the stone / marble / tiled, work surfaces and the butler style / under 
mounted sinks. All the modern comforts are at hand as every kitchen will be fitted with a washing machine, fridge, dishwasher, microwave, stylish oven, gas 
range and an extraction hood. Refer to the “Borgo69 style bible” and the chosen look. 
 
Bathrooms (Included in the purchase price) 
All the bathrooms are to be fitted with modern fixtures and fittings with polished cement finishes to evoke a raw but clean look with, stone or marble work 
surfaces contrasting with the designer chrome and white china fittings. All bathrooms will be fitted with bath showers or separate showers and, apart from the 
second bathrooms of cottages 1 to 4, whilst all will have double basins, toilets and bidets. The bath rooms will all have the possibility to be independently 
heated and will comply with the latest in safety regulations. 
 
Lounging Areas  
All the lounging areas blend cottage comfort with the stylish and contemporary; again the Borgo69 style bible should be used to individualize the look of this 
comfort space. Each living area will be furnished with a sofa and armchair and a tailor-made coffee table designed by Philip. For those cottages which have 
the possibility of converting the lounge into a sleeping space, an appropriate quality sofa bed will be carefully selected to both complement the look and serve 
its duel function. All lounges will be furnished with their own individually styled fireplace with all the necessary equipment for winter use! 
 
Dining areas 
This area, the true heart of the Italian cottage, will have its own stunning individually designed table and the appropriate chairs to suit the chosen Borgo69 
look. 
 
Bedrooms 
These will be furnished according to their owners’ selected style and will consist of a wardrobe, side tables and a dresser. The beds, all tailor made to suit the 
selected scheme, will need to be a standard 160cm x 200cm (5’4”x 6’8”) in order for the client to enter the rental programme, to correspond with our high 
quality linen supplies.  
 
Art work  
Art work for the cottages will be selected to tie into the chosen scheme and can be tailor made for its’ owner. We would also like to represent a variety of art 
chosen from a rolling collection of artists across Italy and Europe, making it possible to purchase the works on show. 
 
Technology 
All the properties have been designed utilizing all the latest standards for energy efficiency, and incorporating many eco features such as solar panels, under 
floor heating and the latest in reduced emission boilers.  
The whole of Borgo69 will be equipped with wi-fi internet and satellite television access, with the option of air conditioning in the bedrooms and ceiling fans in 
the living areas. 
 
Finally, the properties will have the ability to be fitted with a wireless, hard disc driven, media system to completely immerse all owners and their guests within 
the Tuscan experience that is Borgo69.��
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
